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STATE RECOGNITION

The City of South Padre Island is honored to receive
Resolution H.R. No. 1835 from the House of Representatives
and Resolution S.R. 497 from the Senate in celebration of the
50th anniversary of the city's incorporation. Resolution H.R.
No. 1835 and Resolution S.R. 497 delve into the origins of the
City of South Padre Island and highlight the natural beauty
of South Padre Island.

The City of South Padre Island is situated in the
southernmost tip of Texas and is a part of the 311 miles long
barrier Island. South Padre Island was named after Padre

grant on the Island early in the 19th century. During the mid-19th century, the Island became a resort,
and soon after ferries added a route to the Island. In the 1920s hotels and wooden piers were being

constructed and in 1954 the Queen Isabella Causeway was completed.

With all the developments citizens campaigned to
incorporate the city. In 1973 Judge Ray Ramon counted 128
ballots out of 158 in favor of the incorporation. Soon after the
first board of aldermen held its first meeting on June 20th,
1973, and by 1978 the population of the community
surpassed 300.

The City of South Padre Island benefits from the
contributions of a multitude of citizens, volunteers, elected
officials, and public servants, who work in myriad ways to
preserve and enhance their community and way of life -

The subtropical climate, white sands, and beautiful waters make South Padre Island one of the state's
premier tourist destinations. The City of South Padre Island attracts over nine million visitors each year
with various opportunities for boating, fishing, parasailing, hiking, horseback riding, and other outdoor

activities for everyone to enjoy.

The community can also enjoy an abundant amount of
native flora and fauna. The Island is a major migration
destination for over 300 species of birds, is a big nesting spot
for sea turtles, and is a participant of the Mayor's Monarch
Pledge. Not only that but there are many plants that beautify
the Island from the pretty morning glories to the protected
mangroves. South Padre Island truly is the Jewel of Texas.
