Harlingen Medical Center with Island Clinic

Prime Health Care (Harlingen Medical Center) will partner with the Island
Clinic. Candi Constatine-Castillo CEO and Wesley K. Robinson CNO of
Harlingen Medical Center have announced a formal acquisition of the
Island/Population Health Clinic located at 3401 Padre Blv. Dr. Ybarra will
assume the role of Chief Population Health Officer for the Harlingen
Medical Center as well as maintain his role as Medical Director for the
Island Health Clinic.

“Healthcare is grown like a garden and it takes more than just one person.
Just as a farm is a family, one local physician with an EMS team needs the
support of its residents and politico, to accommodate gaps in medical care
for ourselves, family, and visitors to our island home,” says FIRE/EMS

Medical Director, Joe Ybarra MD.

The first step was to secure locally available healthcare collaboration. The
team made several rounds with the healthcare systems (Tent, HCA, Prime),
but finally one trusted the Vision of population health on the Island.

The Mayor, City Council, SPI EDC, and the SPI Chamber have leveraged
local resources to cultivate a community centered around well-being.

There is a plan to work with the South Padre Island Economic
Development Council to update the Community Health Needs Assessment
(CHNA) that was sponsored in 2019. This information is very useful in
understanding where to best place our healthcare efforts to improve

overall population health and is a key skill set for paramedics.

A Nurse practitioner will eventually staff the clinic with Dr. Ybarra's direct
support 16 hours a day including normal business hours, 7 days a week.
Please understand that there will be a transition period and established
patients and walk-ins will be accommodated with a skeleton crew.
